Knitting Wool 

We all know that Winter is on it’s

Winter can be attractive in its own

I often find pleasure in looking 

around the plants in the garden 
centre during the Winter months

So how to make the most of a 

Winter Garden?  

One of my favorite plants are  
hellebores. These flower during the 
Winter months and give a       
wonderful display, particularly if 

their flower heads can be seen 

through the snow.  

Over the past few years we have 
kept quite a range of hellebores 

with colours including reds, whites, 

pinks and almost black.  

Winter pansies are also a firm 

favorite in many gardens. We stock 
a strong variety called Maxtra. 
Winter pansies will stop flowering 

during the darkest winter months 
but really come into their own 
during the early spring. Indeed 
most customers find that their 

pansies flower right through the 
summer months. Why not try 
violas? These tend to be more 

scented and have dainty faces.  

To help your Winter display along 
you can also plant evergreens. 

Euonymus is a good choice with 
lots of different foliage colour 
variations. Goldcrest conifers offer 

a vibrant green background to any 
Winter planting. Heathers provide 

a real splash of colour.  

To give you an idea of what can be 
achieved for very little money I 
have planted up a small container 
with Goldcrest, heather, mini cycla-

men, ivy and pansies. This will 

provide colour at different stages 
throughout the Winter months.
